• Be responsible for recording and complete assignments on ;me 
• Follow all school rules daily. 
• Give family members documents sent home by the school. 
• AKend school regularly and be on ;me daily. 
• Respect yourself, peers and school personnel as well as the property of peers and school 

property.  
• Treat classmates and adult community members with kindness.

• Assign relevant homework assignments that reinforces the lesson taught daily.
